2. What types of IAWP events or activities would you attend or like to attend? (Such as local seminars, training, awards, local lunch time programs, conferences, 

     
3. What types of awards ceremony/programs would you like sponsored by IAWP? (Such as, dinner awards, oscar-type shows, in auditoriums, etc/)

     
4. Would you be interested in such activities as educational quiz contests, promotional knowledge contests, EDD history contest, etc.?

     
5. What would you want IAWP to do for you at the local, district, state and international levels to keep your interest in and to support the IAWP organization?

     
6. What are some of your thoughts as to how IAWP might direct its activities to keep your interest in IAWP activities and to help keep the membership we currently have as well as to get new members?

     
7. Add any other questions that local chapters may want to add.
